The “Images of America” series of books by Arcadia Publishing of South Carolina is a popular collection of books written by people truly interested in their subject.  The same is true with the new “San Dimas” book that will be released by Arcadia Publishing in late September.  This new book, written by Paul H. Rippens, Archivist for the San Dimas Historical Society, provides 221 pictures of San Dimas from its early days until modern times.  Some of these pictures have never been used in publications before, so it will give those interested in San Dimas a brief glimpse into what life was like here in its early days.
Paul has spent the past eight years as Archivist for the San Dimas Historical Society and also served three years as President of the society.  He is a native of Los Angeles County and worked for the County of Los Angeles Fire Department for thirty-seven years.  He retired in 1995 and has been busy writing three books and numerous articles on the history of our area.  He is past Sheriff of the San Dimas Corral of Westerners, past Sheriff of the Los Angeles Corral of Westerners, past president of the Associated Historical Society of Los Angeles County, and serves as Secretary of the Southern California Association of Foresters and Fire Wardens (SCAFFW).  Paul has served in many capacities for the SCAFFW during his 28 years on the Board of Directors including President in 1993.
